Douglas Gerwin Talk
Notes on Douglas Gerwin’s Talk
October 2007
We were delighted that so many
were able to join us for Douglas Ger-
win’s talk this past week. As prom-
ised, he brought us details of the re-
cently published survey of Waldorf

high school graduates.

Douglas painted a picture of a rap-
idly growing movement. Of the 40
Waldorf high schools in North Amer-
ica, over half have been started in
the past seven years. Just this fall,
Waldorf high schools opened in Balti-
more, Maryland, Atlanta, Georgia,
and Freeport, Maine and two more
are set to open in the coming year.

The survey, with over 500
respondents, revealed a population
that has found success and
satisfaction in a broad range of
academic fields. Interestingly,
Waldorf graduates are just as likely
to major in biology and
environmental science as they are to
major in fine arts. And, in recent
years, while a third of all graduates
pursue degrees in the arts and
humanities, Waldorf graduates are
represented increasingly in the social
and behavioral sciences, life and
physical sciences, math, engineering
and computer science.

Of particular interest were the re-
sponses from college professors
about their experience with Waldorf
high school graduates. Professors
surveyed described Waldorf gradu-
ates as well prepared, with a high
degree of cognitive flexibility. They
were also quick to laud Waldorf
graduates for their social awareness,
leadership skills and high ethical
standards. Of course, more than
one professor commented that Wal-
dorf graduates are great knitters!
Beyond college, Waldorf graduates
showed a remarkable degree of sat-
isfaction with their chosen profes-
sion.

Reflecting on their Waldorf educa-
tion, respondents were asked about
aspects of the Waldorf curriculum

that they rejected at the time, but
now consider to have heen valiiahle

The most common aspects cited
were Eurythmy, nurturing discipline,
the wholistic curriculum, and media
restriction. Of interest, a majority of
graduates report having a neutral or
indifferent relationship to Anthropo-
sophy and the philosophy of Rudolf
Steiner, despite the fact that almost
half of the respondents attended
Waldorf school for more than twelve
years.

In many ways, Douglas Gerwin’s
talk was framed by his reference to
the work of University of Chicago
economist Judy Lubin. Her research
into the emerging economy of the
21% century leads her to conclude
that ‘educating the whole human be-
ing is becoming an economic neces-
sity, not simply an alternative life-
style.” Indeed, in an article for the
Research Bulletin last fall, to which
Douglas referred, she made the case
that Waldorf education is perfectly
suited to develop the human capaci-
ties required of the emerging econ-
omy: creativity, cognitive flexibility,
social skills and the will force of an
entrepreneur.
