We have an overal traffic plan for
the school based on city require-
ments. It isimportant that we adhere
to the plan for reasons of safety, effi-
ciency, and good neighborhood rela-
tions. Carpooling is essential.

1) Morning drop-off isin front of the
Wilber Street entrance. Please pull
forward so we can accommodate two
cars in the drop-off area.  When
leaving, continue up Wilber Street
to Water Street. DO NOT MAKE
U-TURNS BACK TO SOUTH LIN-
COLN STREET.

2) There is no parking immedi-
ately alongside the building or in
front of the Wilber Street entrance.
These are fire lanes and could be
needed at any time in an emergency.
You may park in any marked space
and aso in overflow spaces along
the playground fence until 9:15 a.m.
3) The first four parking spots are
open for visitor and handicapped
parking. In fall and spring all other
parking spots must be available from
9:15 am. to 3:00 p.m. daily, for
classes coming outside for recess and
games class. Winter parking will be
available in the parking lot.

4) Our school was built originally
as a neighborhood school with no
provision for adequate parking. We
ask that you bear thisin mind. When
visiting during school hours please
park on the south side of Church
Street or the east side of Valley
Street and Probate Street if the two
visitor spots are taken and wak the
short distance to the school. Do not
park on Hardy Court.

Parking on Wilber Street is limited.
Park only after the first driveway.
Parking on the curve creates a dan-
ger for drivers and pedestrians. Y our
car may be towed to clear the road-
way.

When parking on neighborhood
streets, please remember the follow-
ing city ordinances:

No parking within 30 feet of
any intersection unless other-
wise posted.

Park in such a way that all
driveways can be safely ac-
cessed.

Do not park on sidewalk or
facing oncoming traffic.

Our parking plan states that

MWS families will limit our park-
ing to one side (as designated in
#3, above) of neighborhood streets
at all timesto ensure the safe pas-
sage of school buses and emer-
gency vehicles.
5) Afternoon pick-up at 3:00 p.m.
will follow this pattern: Pull into
parking area and drive along back of
building. The teacher on duty will
direct traffic. Please help to keep
traffic moving by observing the no
parking areas. in front of the
school® main entrance (Wilber
Street), immediately alongside the
school building (fire lane), and in
the rear of the parking lot (leaving
room for the turn-around).

Cars are to drive back to the turn-
around (basketball court) area,
where children will be directed to
their carpools. Upon entering the
lot, cars should drive alongside the
school building for pick-up, then
circle around to the left, continuing
out the exit lane.

During Monday and Wednesday
1:00 dismissal for Grades One
and Two, please park on Church
Street or Wilber Street and walk
on to school groundsto pick up
your child.
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See the diagram of the parking plan below
to clear up any confusion that might occur
when arriving or exiting the grounds.

The parking lot is designed to handle one-
way traffic and most spots can be pulled into
and backed out of. There are arrows with
suggestions to create an even flow of traffic
during drop off and pick up times. There are
also designated areas specifically for teacher
parking. The areas that are marked out for
teachers (on the diagram) can be blocked in
during drop off and pick up time because the
teachers will generally not be exiting the
grounds at these times.

To maintain a safe setting for all children
and parents, no one should parallel park along
the driveway uphill from the walkway. Park-
ing in this area blocks the walkway from the
view of drivers as they enter the Parking area
and puts the safety of the children at risk. If
for some reason you cannot find a parking
spot as you drive around the loop, just wait
for a moment. Parking in front of the barn
has been reserved for handicapped parking.
Of course if you or one of your passengers
does have a limited capacity for mobility you
should not hesitate to park in front of the
barn.
