We are delighted to announce that Monadnock Waldorf School will seek accredi-
tation from the Association of Waldorf Schools of North America and from the
New England Association of Schools and Colleges. After careful consideration by
both the College of Teachers and the Board of Trustees, we will submit a formal
application for accreditation to both bodies on September 28 and enter into a year-
long process of self study.

In the accreditation process a school describes al aspects of its life beginning
with core philosophy, values, and principles and branching out into the policies,
guidelines, structures, and procedures that bring these to life.

After a period of intensive self-study we will host a visiting team made up of
teachers from AWSNA (Association of Waldorf Schools of North America) mem-
ber schools and teachers from NEASC (New England Association of Schools and
Colleges) member schools. The team will fan out through the school community
over several days and determine if we are doing what we hope to be doing and if
we are achieving what we wish to achieve. You can see that accreditation is really
a process of measuring ourselves against our own standards and inviting our peers
to read the yardstick.

The team members will caucus at the end of their visit and after a careful review
and sharing they will make a recommendation to their respective associations re-
garding our accreditation. We expect the whole process of application, self-study,
hosting the visiting team, and the announcement of their recommendation to take
just over 18 months.

Our MWS Accreditation Committee is made up of Signe Motter, Peter Schoen,
Lisa Mahar, and Bets McGuigan. We are delighted that Betsi has accepted our
invitation to act as our self-study coordinator! This small team will have a strong
connection to the leadership bodies of MWS and will act as the contact group for
AWSNA and NEASC.
